It is during the Easter season in which Southern Baptists set aside a week to recognize 
the mission efforts in North America.  It is a time to not only to inform and reflect but a time 
to pray.  At a time when it seems like our country is struggling not only economically and 
morally, as Southern Baptists we need to be in daily prayer for our great nation.  Prayer is 
an essential part of the working of the Holy Spirit.  Congregations need to not only talk the 

pray talk but actually do the pray talk- Action! Action! Action! 
The North American Mission Board has a rich history of reaching out in North America.  In 1845, the newly formed Southern 
Baptist Convention established the Board of Domestic Missions.  This was based in Marion, Alabama.  It was at the Univer-
sity of Virginia in 1847 when Southern Baptist began a chaplaincy ministry.  New ministries began with the Indians and in 
1855 the Board of Domestic Missions was renamed the Domestic and Indian Mission Board.  The Civil War began and the 
board ceased most of its missionary work to supply chaplains for the Confederacy during 1861-1865.   After the war the 
work continued.  In 1874 the Domestic Mission Board was renamed the Home Mission Board of the Southern Baptist Con-
vention in 1974.  A need for a more central location was soon solved when the Home Mission Board relocated to Atlanta, 
Georgia so travel from the North and South was easier.  As the ministry expanded, Home Missionaries were commissioned 
beginning in 1887.   
In 1888 Annie Armstrong became the newly established Woman’s Missionary Union (WMU) corresponding secretary.  Do-
mestic missions were expanded to include immigrants, blacks and Indians.  Seeing a need for financial aid the first home 
mission offering taken by the WMU was in 1895.  A week was set aside for “Self Denial for Home Missions”.  More than 
$5,000 was raised.  This was the beginning of what we know now as The Season of Prayer for North American Missions 
and the Annie Armstrong Easter Offering.  This offering was named for Annie Armstrong in her honor in 1934.  She would 
spend a great amount of time typing and handwriting letters in support of missions.  May of these letters were quite lengthy 
and all were filled with her conviction that more could and should be done for missions efforts in the United States  in 1893 
she wrote almost 18,000 letters.  She rallied churches to give more, pray more and do more for reaching people for Christ.  
A Layman’s Missionary Movement began in 1907 which resulted in the creation of the Brotherhood Commission (1950) 
through the Home Mission Board.  From this ministry the Baptist Brotherhood of the South was developed.  Offices were 
located in Memphis, Tennessee. 
Supporting Missions and ministries of the Home Mission Board became part of the Cooperative Program during 1925.  As 
hard economic conditions spread across the country during the Great Depression the Home Mission Board’s missionaries 
dropped from 1600 to 106. Chaplains began to be endorsed in 1941.  One of the first volunteer endeavors began in 1944 
with 11 student summer missionaries.   
The need to minister and educate children about missions was an important aspect of the Home Mission Board.  The Royal 
Ambassadors (for Boys) was begun by the Woman’s Missionary Union.  It was later in 1954 that the Brotherhood Commis-
sion assumed sponsorship and commitment to minister and educate the boys within the convention.   
The ministry of The Home Mission Board was ever increasing.  A Cooperative Agreement between State Conventions was 
formulated in 1959, opening up even more opportunities to reach people.  Ethnic/Language-Culture groups ministries began 
in 1960.  US-2 missionaries (College Graduates volunteering for two years of missionary service) began in 1960.   
Finding opportunities for ministry was not hard to find.  After Hurricane Beulah in the Rio Grande Valley in 1967, Texas Bap-
tist Men responded.  This was the birth of the Southern Baptist Disaster Relief Program.  Following the September 11, 2001 
attached on New York City, Southern Baptist led in part of the Disaster Relief response. Southern Baptist Disaster Relief, 
coordinated nationally by NAMB, has its greatest response as a result of Hurricane Katrina.  From August 2005 through 
March 2006, Disaster Relief Volunteers served 14.5 mission meals and collectively gave 1.5 million mission hours toward 
relief efforts.   The need to not only help spiritually but physically in a time of natural disasters such as hurricanes, floods, ice 
storms has been active ever since. Reaching out to others with a cup of cold water, feeding meals, cutting down trees, mud-
ding out homes, rebuilding building, providing child care all done in the name of Jesus Christ. 
More and more missionaries are need but the funds were not available.  So the Mission Service Corps was created in 1977 
to help coordinate and promote self-funding missionary volunteers.  As the awareness of the need for more missionary be-
came more prevalent, more funds were received.  In 1982 more than 3,000 missionaries were able to be supported from 
The Home Mission Board.   
The Youth within the convention were given the opportunity to become part of a newly founded program “World Changers” 
sponsored by the Brotherhood Commission in 1990. 
In celebrating the 150

th
 anniversary of The Home Mission Board, new office complex was secured at 4200 North Point Park-

way, Alpharetta, Georgia which is remains today.   
As part of the Covenant for a New Century, The Southern Baptist Convention created the North American Mission Board 
(NAMB) in 1997.  This combines the Home Mission Board, The Radio and Television Commission and Brotherhood Com-
mission.  
Seeing the need for Church Planters, in 1998 “The Nehemiah Project” was implemented.  This allowed a professor of 
church planting on each Southern Baptist Seminary campus that could engage and recruit church planters. 
Evangelism efforts have been part of the ministry of The North American Mission Board.  During the 2002 Winter Olympics 
in Salt Lake City a concentrated evangelism effort was conducted.  In 2008 God’s Plan for Sharing (GPS) was introduced at 
the Southern Baptist Convention.  This is a 10-year evangelism initiative, launching in 2010, which urges Southern Baptists 
to fulfill the challenge of “Every Believer Sharing, Every Person hearing by 2020”. 
The primary responsibility of NAMB is to assist Southern Baptist churches in reaching the United States, Canada, and their 
territories with the gospel of Jesus Christ. The main focus is sharing Christ, starting churches and sending missionaries.  
There are more than 255 million nonbelievers in the United States and Canada.  NAMB has commission more than 5,300 
missionaries (Your Associational Missionary is one of these).  There are 
2,500 endorsed chaplains (Your Associational Missionary is also one of 
these).  Without Volunteers a lot of ministries would go undone.  Last year 
more than 450,000 volunteers complemented the efforts.  More than 1,400 
new churches were started in 2009.  There are 7,000 ethnic congregations.  
The North American Mission Board is primarily funded by the Annie Arm-
strong Easter Officer and the Cooperative Program. 
Countless opportunities surround each and every one of our congregations 
daily.  As a cooperative effort – “Together We Can Do More Than Alone”.
